We will analyze the role of the United States in a global society through topics such as economics, energy, national security, world poverty and sustainability.  You will develop a background to major global issues that affect the world today through analyzing various viewpoints in conjunction with timely world events.  You will be able to evaluate major threats to peace and stability and be able to deliberate the underlying reasons while developing resolutions. 
You will be required to use a variety of acquired skills to demonstrate your understanding of major ideas, social studies themes, and contemporary world events.  You will reinforce your reading comprehension skills and writing skills through analyzing primary source documents, reading maps and public speaking.  I will be there to help you with these skills.

Academic Responsibilities.

Homework and In-Class work:  All work assignments both in-class and homework are mandatory and make up a large part of your quarterly grade.  Late assignments will not be given full credit (unless due to an excused absence).  

Quizzes and Tests:  Quizzes will be given throughout a unit, therefore it is important that you keep up with all assignments.  Prior notice will be given for tests that cover unit materials.    
Notebooks:  You will need a two-pocket folder to keep current unit plans, handouts and maps.  A notebook for note taking is also mandatory.  Periodically I will be checking through your notebooks to ensure that free writes and brain storming sessions are being completed.  It is important to be organized with your work and assignments.

Extra Help:  I am available for extra help if you need assistance or find yourself falling behind.  I will be here every Monday after school, or we can make other arrangements that work for you.  Just ask.  Do not wait until you are over your head and very far behind.

In class rules:  

Be prepared:  Once class has begun, permission will not be granted to go to the lav, locker, etc.  If you need to run to the lav—see me before class starts.  

Academic Freedom:  All students have a right to their opinions, however unpopular.  How you support your opinions is key to doing well in this class.  Respect for the opinions of others is a class requirement.  

Honor and Integrity:   Remember that your personal honor and integrity are a very important and precious part of who you are as a person.  Therefore, I expect that you will do all of your OWN work at all times.  I will not tolerate cheating.  Zeros will be assigned to all students involved.  Receiving a zero on a major grade (essay, test, project, etc.) can have a devastating effect on your grade.  If you do not understand an assignment or you are having trouble, come see me so I can help you.
